Should
the wind-on knob (3) stop rotating before the slack is
taken up, depress the Body Release (4) and turn the
wind-on knob (3) until it stops again. Replace the
camera Back Cover by reversing the procedure given

under the letter B. ENSURE THE BACK COVER
LOCK IS TURNED TO 'IL'' (LOCKED).

'{-it is' helpful to \hold one's breath when
actually depressing the Body Release. The camera
can be held either vbrtigally or horizontally
To make sure the film i\ being transported cor-
rectly a useful tip is to watch if the Rewind knob
(11) rotates in an anti-clockwise direct:on when
you advance the Wind-on-knob (3). lf this does
not rotate the film has probably been incorrectly
inserted.

J. When you have taken your picture wind the
film on by rotating the Film Wind-on knob (3) until
it stops. The HALINA PET is fitted with a Double
Exposure Prevention Device (no danger of 2 shots
on one negative). The Wind-on knob (3) has a

threefold use. 1. Transports the f ilm. 2. Counts the
exposures. 3. Clears the Double Exposure Preven-
tio n,

K. After the last exposure is taken a
certain resistance will be f elt and this
indicates the film is used and has to be
rewound into the cassette before remo-
val. This is done by depressing the Re-
wind Release button (1), and simultan-
eously rotating the Rewind knob (11) in
the direction of the arrow-when the
Rewind knob appears to rotate without
any resistancethe film has been rewound
completely into the cassette, the camera
Back can be taken off (see instructions
under heading A), remove cassette and
reloaci.

Your HALINA PET is fitted with a Tripod Bush
enabling it to be set on a Tripod (the ideal
method to obviate all camera shake). The
Tripod Bush is also used to hold the camera
securely in the Ever Ready case.

A further fitting of great use is the access-
ory shoe (10). This enables a Rangefinder,
Flashguo, etc. to be fitted to the camera.

The use of a Flashgun is of particular im-
portance and interest-it enables the camera
to be used the whole year round, 24 hours a
day-light conditions are of NO consequence
if you have a Flashgun.
